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In this lecture, Professor Chan discusses her latest book on policing: "Fair Cop: Learning the Art of Policing" by Janet Chan, Chris Devery and Sally Doran, published by the University of Toronto Press in 2003.

Police forces around the world have been undergoing major social and organisational changes in recent years. In this unique longitudinal study, the authors describe the complexity of police socialization in response to changing conditions. Following 150 new police recruits through two years of training and apprenticeship, and bringing together quantitative analysis with rich ethnographic description, the book provides new empirical data and theoretical understanding in relation to the change and reproduction of police culture.
Professor Janet Chan, PhD, FASSA, is Head of the School of Social Science and Policy at UNSW. Her research interest has been in reforms and innovations in criminal justice. She has published extensively in these areas and served as a research consultant to numerous government bodies in Australia. Her recent publications include: Changing Police Culture; e-Policing: The Impact of Information Technology on Police Practices; Managing Prejudicial Publicity: An Empirical Study of Criminal Jury Trials in New South Wales; and Fair Cop: Learning the Art of Policing.
