From 1973 to 2003 Roger Hood was Director of the University of Oxford Centre for Criminological Research and a Fellow of All Souls College, Oxford. In 1986 he was the recipient of the Sellin-Glueck Award of the American Society of Criminology for ‘Distinguished International Contributions to Criminology’ and in 1992 elected to a Fellowship of the British Academy. He was awarded the CBE for ‘services to the study of criminology’ in 1995; Doctor of Civil Law by Oxford University in 1999, and made an Honorary Queen’s Counsel in 2000. He has been consultant to the United Nations on Capital Punishment; is a member of the British Foreign Secretary’s Death Penalty Advisory Panel, and has taken part in UK/China Human Rights Dialogues and EU/China Human Rights Seminars dealing with capital punishment. Among his many publications are: Key Issues in Criminology (with R.F. Sparks) (1970); A History of English Criminal Law: The Emergence of Penal Policy (with Sir Leon Radzinowicz) (1986); Race and Sentencing (1992); and The Death Penalty: A Worldwide Perspective (1st ed. 1989; 3rd ed. 2002). In 2003 a volume of essays was published in his honour entitled The Criminological Foundations of Penal Policy (ed. L. Zedner and A. Ashworth).
